How to Write a Movie Review: 
Tips and Template
Our template is just one way to organize a movie review, but it gives a good overview of what we’re looking for. Feel free to be creative.



Section 1 – Introduction and plot summary
Give the basic plot line and note the major actors, or actors playing the lesbian/ female characters of interest. Be sure to include the title. DO NOT give away the ending. If you feel you must reveal the end, please clearly label the review with “Contains Spoiler.”

Section 2 – Lesbian themes and perspective
Part of our mission is to chronicle how lesbians and queer women are depicted in film. In this section, you may talk about how the lesbians or women in the film break or conform to gender roles of the time period – when the film was made or the time period being depicted. How does this film present lesbians and queer women? Does this film open doors or present a new perspective?


Section 3 – Filmmaking
While the plot drives the movie, the filmmaking and production can add or detract from the end product. These items include, but are not limited to: acting, direction, editing, sound, music or costumes. Did any aspect of the filmmaking stand out? Be specific and cite examples from the movie. Also, if the film was a re-make or was adapted from a book or play, let us know. 

Section 4 - Conclusion 
How did you feel after watching the movie? Were your expectations fulfilled? Were you taken to a new and exciting place? Bored? Give your overall reaction to the film. Let readers know if they should watch this one or not.

Note – for mini reviews, this information will be compacted into one or two paragraphs. 
Example: 2 Mums and a Dad.
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
